Using Numeracy Skills
Today, you will use a number of your numeracy skills in a variety of different contexts at home, in school (out with Maths!), during out of school clubs or in social situations. Some of these instances can be seen below:

Mental calculations: Playing games which involves scoring systems (rugby, darts, tennis, cricket etc), calculating the cost of your shopping or how much change you should get, calculating how much it will cost to fill up the car with petrol

Number: Discussing the charts, graphs and tables which are commonly found in newspapers and on TV

Measurement: Estimating/Measuring heights/weights/sizes of different objects, following recipes, using prices per kilogram to calculate the cost of something 

Money: Budgeting for school lunch, visit to the cinema or for a new item of clothing/game/music. Or even comparing tariffs and contracts for a new mobile or broadband deal
Time: Using bus/train timetables, planning a journey using different schedules i.e. getting to/from airports, calculating average speeds of journeys or how long it takes to get to your destination or judging when you will have to leave to arrive at a specific time, time differences when on holiday
Information Handling: Using the right settings on microwaves/cookers/washing machines, discussing league tables or other statistics associated with different sports, planning for home improvements (how much paint/how much wood/how many rolls of paper/how much will it cost?)
