Allan Glen's, probably best known today for the Rugby Club in Bishopbriggs, was a secondary
school in Glasgow which closed in the 1980's. The Trustees of the 2012 Trust are mainly former
pupils of that school and are keen to support primary educational and sporting activities in the
area surrounding their old school’s playing fields.

The equipment, which includes athletics,
hockey, touch rugby and volleyball kit will |
be used to support the teaching of specific
sports during P. E sessions and then used
by children at breaks and lunchtime. The
equipment will help develop sporting skills
and encourage leadership and teamwork
while making a positive impact on health,
fitness and wellbeing.
