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Reading:

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Spelling:

Spend 20 minutes each day learning the spelling words (see spelling grid in homework wallets for creative ideas.) Writing: 
Your child could create a piece of writing about e.g. a secret garden, a trip to their favourite place, a recipe or an adventure story. This term we have been focusing on imaginative writing. Key concepts taught:

· Adding and subtracting confidently within 100 (mentally) 

· Exploring numbers up to and beyond 100 through ‘counting on’ and ‘counting back.’  

· Explore counting in 2s, 3s, 4s, 5s and 10s. (as appropriate)

· Recognising number sequences and ordering.  

· Place Value – hundreds, tens and units.

· Addition and subtraction (up to 3-digit numbers) (written method)
· Telling the time o’clock, half past, quarter to/past the hour.

· Multiplication 2,3,4,5- 10- tables as appropriate.

· Coin recognition and making monetary amounts up to £5.
